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Con fecha 30 de agosto de 2011, se publicé en el
Diario Oficial de la Federacion, una reforma a las
siguientes leyes: (i) Cddigo Federal de
Procedimientos Civiles; (ii) Cadigo Civil Federal; (iii)
Ley Federal de Competencia Economica; (iv) Ley
Federal de Proteccion al Consumidor; (v) Ley
Orgénica del Poder Judicial de la Federacion; (vi)
Ley General del Equilibrio Ecoldgico y la Proteccion
al Ambiente; y (vii) Ley de Proteccion y Defensa al
Usuario de Servicios Financieros, a efecto de
introducir las acciones colectivas en el derecho
positivo mexicano.

Con dicha reforma, se reconocen los derechos
difusos, colectivos e individuales homogéneos, en
otras palabras, se vuelven sujetos de tutela judicial
los derechos que no corresponden de forma
exclusiva a una persona determinada, por ejemplo,
el derecho a un medio ambiente adecuado, mismo
gue con anterioridad, era inexigible.

En este sentido, con esta modificacion, cualquier
persona o grupo de personas podra demandar a las
empresas que infrinjan la legislacion aplicable, la
responsabilidad civil consistente en la restitucion de
la cosa al estado que guardaba antes de la
afectacion, o, dependiendo de la via que se escoja,
la reparacion del dafio y perjuicios que se sufran de
forma individual.

En materia ambiental, las empresas podrian ser
demandas por todos aquellos hechos u omisiones
que infrinjan las disposiciones aplicables a la
proteccion y preservacion del medio ambiente, o

aquellos considerados generadores de
contaminacién; teniendo la necesidad de
defenderse  de  mlltiples demandas y/o

procedimientos; y en su caso, la obligacion de
volver las cosas al estado en que se encontraban, o
al pago de dafios y perjuicios.

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On August 30, 2011, amendments to the following
laws were published in Official Gazette of the
Federation: (i) Federal Code of Civil Procedures; (ii)
Federal Civil Code; (iii) Federal Antitrust Law; (iv)
Federal Customer Protection Law; (v) Federal
Judicial Power Organic Law; (vi) General Law of
Ecological Balance and Environmental Protection;
and (vii) Protection and Defense of Financial
Services Users Law, in order to introduce class
actions in the Mexican legal framework.

With such amendments, the diffuse, collective and
individual homogeneous rights are recognized, in
other words, rights that do not correspond only to
one person, become subject of judicial protection,
for example, the right for a suitable environment,
which, in the past, was not enforceable.

Therefore, with these amendments, any person or
group of persons will be able to suit civil liability to
the companies that infringes the applicable
legislation. Such liability consists, depending on the
initiated legal action, either in the restitution of the
things to the conditions they had before the
affectation, or in the compensation of the damages
and lost profits suffered individually.

Regarding environmental matters, the companies
may be sued for any action or omission that infringe
applicable provisions related to environmental
protection and preservation, or for those acts
considered as pollution generators; having the
necessity to defend themselves from several
procedures and/or trials; and, if the case may be,
the obligation to return the things to the conditions
they had before the affectation, or the payment of
damages and lost profits.
